INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS ET3-R URINAL FLUSH VALVE

We strongly recommend that you use a qualified and registered plumber and electrician.
You must ensure all pipe work is flushed adequately, particularly in new builds or where
lines have been disrupted. Components of sensor products are particularly susceptible to
debris and will require more thorough flushing than a standard plumbing fixture.

SOLENOID VALVE INSTALLATION

> Flush pipework thoroughly - failure to do so will
resultin the solenoid sticking soon after install,
which is not covered by your product warranty.

> Attach bracket then fix solenoid valve into it.
>Connect water feed to inlet valve.

>Connect outlet to urinal.




SENSOR INSTALLATION

Note: Ceiling must be level, if ceiling is sloping/pitched the detection zone will be altered.

(Distance sensitivity adjustment)

FUSE

CODING WHEEL

DISTANCE
Turn the potentiometer clockwise to increase the sensing distance and
anti-clockwise to decrease it.

PREFLUSH

Preflush on/off

Set the jumper to left (OFF) to turn off the preflush and set the jumper to right
(ON) to turn on the preflush.

The factory setting is right (ON).

FULL FLUSH TIME

Set the jumper to left to choose 11-20s (20s=0s) and right to choose 1-10s
(10s=0s) adjusting range.

Set the coding wheel to required flush time.

(Factory setting is: Preflush "ON", time "4" and "1-10 Jumper right" at 350kPa,
giving a flush volume of 0.8ltr for a single urinal)
